In Memory of Gerrie Bell: Honorary Life Member of 

Free State Nomads

                  Fondly known as “ Gerrie” in the golfing community and friends, he played a 

major role in the establishment and acceptance of Free State Nomads into the National 

organization in 1997.The speech presented by the first captain of Free State Nomads to the 

National Executive was in fact written by Gerrie wherein he did the “motivation” for the 

establishment of a Nomads Club in the Free State.  

Like our founder Captain , Herman Braam, Gerrie was an Easterns  member and together 

with 18 club members the Free State Club was accepted on presentation and motivation 

prepared by Gerrie who was  passionate about this prestigious institution. 

Gerrie was well known for his attention to detail and was often teased about being rather 

“pedantic” which implies “excessively concerned with minor details or rules over 

scrupulous” It was this very character instilled by him that made our club such a success 

.Gerrie insisted that that everything was run exactly according to the book . 

Gerrie studied the Nomads Constitution and knew it off by heart, and was often a reference 

point for Captains and members in the early years after 

acceptance Nationally in November 1997.  

 

Gerrie was a highly committed Nomad and was an 

example to those that followed him after he was Free 

State Captain in 1999.I believe that Free State Nomads is 

placed to get back to that level which he strived for under 

our current Leadership. 

I conclusion I want to salute this Nomadic gentleman and 

the contribution he made to our club. 
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His ashes were scattered by his wife Marie at one of the trees next to the 18th green at 

Bloemfontein Golf Club, and I want to thank the Nomads for the dignified manner this 

sensitive ceremony was handled. Marie personally asked me to thank all members present 

and their contribution and support when she scattered the ashes .The  Club Management has 

been approached to allow Free State Nomads to place a form of signage on this tree which
